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Notes to remember: Mid July is a great time to visit.  There are lots of good campgrounds in the Bighorns Mountains, but lots of mosquitoes at the higher elevation (8000-9200 ft) sites.  Most of the gravel roads are in good repair and the best wind over high open country between 8-9000 feet in elevation with LOTS and LOTS of amazing alpines along the roadside!!!  
In the Beartooth Mountains there are also great campsites, but grizzly bears frequent many of them and hard-sided campers may be required.  Despite being right outside Yellowstone National Park (to the NE), Beartooth Road has very few people.  It is a great respite from the overcrowded park and has some awesome hikes and views.
